Knowing your licence file

Your licence file should be saved as SElicense.dat. If not then it 
should be renamed to this. For the purposes of installing the licence
you should copy it from the e-mail or other source to your desktop 
temporarily.

Getting your hostname

To get the host ID of the machine you are 
installing the licence server on, go to the 
Start Menu and select “Run…”

In the dialogue box, type “cmd” 
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In the dialogue box, type “cmd” 
(no quotes) and click OK.

Finally, in the command window 
type “hostname” (no quotes) and 
press ENTER. This will display 
your hostname



Getting your hostname

The host name you define in the licence must be the machine 
on which the licence server is running.
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The same licence file needs to be installed on all the clients as well 
as the server, however the hostname will always be that of the 
machine running the licence server. On the clients the licence file 
acts as a look-up reference to the actual licence on the server, 
defining where and how it can be found on the network.



Knowing your licence file

Remember that the licence file and all references to the licence file 
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on the PC or within Solid Edge use the American spelling of licence
which is LICENSE, hence SElicense.dat



The licence server

The licence server is a piece of software that runs on a PC or a 
network server and distributes the floating licence to all the PCs that 
connect to it via the network. As long as a PC has network access 
to the licence server then it can use the licence to allow Solid Edge 
to run. Floating licences will limit the number of concurrent Solid 
Edge users. Above this number any users trying to use Solid Edge 
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Edge users. Above this number any users trying to use Solid Edge 
will receive an error notifying that the maximum number of users 
has reached its limit.

For users to connect to the licence server it is necessary for any 
firewalls on the network to unblock access to the IP address of the 
machine the licence server is running on and specifically port 
27001.



Installing the floating licence on the server

First you must install the licence server from the Solid Edge DVD. 
From the main DVD menu go to “Other Solid Edge Products” and 
then click “Tools” and finally select “License Manager”. This only 
needs to be done on the designated licence server machine.
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Installing the floating licence on the server

Follow the installation procedure selecting the desired install 
directory. You should eventually come to this screen. Click 
“Browse” to locate your licence file.

Locate your licence file on your computer with the “Open” dialogue 
box, click on the file and click the Open button to confirm your 
selection:
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Installing the floating licence on the server

Once you have located your licence file, click “Next” to continue 
the installation procedure. Once the licence manager has been 
installed your licence server should be up and running.
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Methods of installing the floating licence on the cl ients

The licence file will also need to be installed on each client machine 
that will be running Solid Edge. These procedures are exactly the 
same as installing a node-locked licence.

There are 3 ways of installing the Solid Edge floating licence onto 
the client:
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the client:

1. Selecting your licence file to install during installation

2. Selecting your licence file to install using the License Utility

3. Overwriting the existing licence file with your new licence
file



Method 1

The first method is to install the licence during install of Solid Edge. 
Select your licence file during the Solid Edge installation procedure:
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Click “Browse” to locate 
your licence file



Method 1

Locate your licence file on your computer with the “Open” dialogue 
box, click on the file and click the Open button to confirm your 
selection:

After selecting the licence file, click “Install” to continue

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After selecting and 
installing the licence file 
you are free to delete 
SElicense.dat from the 
temporary location.



Method 2

The second method is to use the Licence Utility after installation is 
complete. 

Open the License Utility from the Start Menu. This is located under 
the Solid Edge folder on the Start Menu:

This is the License Utility. Click “Browse…” to locate your licence
file:
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Method 2

Locate your licence file on your computer with the “Open” dialogue 
box, click on the file and click the Open button to confirm your 
selection:
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Method 2

After selecting your licence file click the OK button in the License 
Utility to confirm the installation. The licence in the temporary 
location can now be deleted.
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Method 3

The final method is to install the licence file manually by dropping it 
into the appropriate folder.

The standard install location of the licence file is:

C:\Program Files \Solid Edge V20 \Program \SElicense.dat
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C:\Program Files \Solid Edge V20 \Program \SElicense.dat

Obviously the drive letter and the location of the main Solid Edge 
install directory may alter depending on where you installed it to 
during the initial setup. However, the “Program” folder inside the 
main Solid Edge installation directory (in the above case “Solid 
Edge V20”) will always be there. This is where you copy your 
SElicense.dat to, overwriting the existing licence file.



Method 3

Copy your new licence file by right-clicking the file and selecting 
“Copy”. Then in the “Program” folder described on the previous 
page, right-click in any blank space and click “Paste” from the drop-
down menu.

If you are prompted that an occurrence of SElicense.dat already 
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exists then choose to overwrite.
